Statistics
Well you are not alone, as over the years there have been generally somewhere between 800 and 1000 who receive this newsletter.  The current count puts the number at over 1300, and it continues to grow.

After a quick count, this 10th anniversary newsletter seems to be the 105th Asset Management Solutions newsletter published.

Typically the newsletters run between 800 to 1200 words, with the idea that one should be able to read it in about 10 to 15 minutes and provide an overview to the topic.  Combined with 105 newsletters, that is a lot of reading.
Topics
Ben and I, along with some other guest authors, have covered a number of asset management related topics over the past ten years.  
We have written little on technical topics, as we expect that our readers are very knowledgeable and capable in their technical field.  The focus has more been in those areas that we expect might be of interest to our readers and where other perspectives and insights might be useful.
Many of the topics were related to questions or areas of interest that clients or readers had, or inspired by client-related work that would interest others.  In looking at trying to categorizing the topics, it is interesting to look at the broad variety of topics discussed.  
Certainly there are a fair number on financial perspectives, as that is an area of difficulty for many individuals who receive primarily technical training and little in the area of finance and accounting, even though it is critical to effectively manage maintenance.

It does at times get a little difficult to think of new topics that might be of interest, and we are reluctant to go over the same topics without some additional insight.
